Questions from our Dear Friends

Question: I see several of your projects feature ruffles and puffing strips. Do I
use a gathering foot or a ruffler foot to do these techniques?

Answer: Thank you for your question. The type of fabric you are sewing with
will help to determine which foot to use. For heavy fabrics such as home dec
fabrics or fabrics that are doubled, you will need to use the ruffler foot.

For single layer fabrics or very lightweight fabrics, you will need to use the
gathering foot.

Question: I saw that you have a Holiday Embroidery Design Collection available
at my local sewing store. Do you carry this on your website? They have sold out
and I am now trying to hunt it down.

Answer: The collection that you are asking about is called "Holiday Elegance"
and it is only available at your local sewing store. This collection is a "one of a
kind" Exclusive Designer Series through Brewer Distributor. Your store will need
to order the designs from Brewer. You will want to ask the store to re-order it for
you.
